Abstract; The images in the picture book are regarded as the vital reference for children to understand life. The

analysis of the image is conducive to assisting them to comprehend the essence of life education. Therefore, this

study deploys Saussure’ s two — axis analysis method and Greimas’ Symbol matrix as research tools and selects 12

picture books about life education as examples to discusses and analyze the relationship between “existence” and
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“non existence” figures and objects in picture books. Hence, it is found that when the books concerning life edu-
cation are to express the lost life, they all adopt the expression method of “vacancy and absence” to signify the dis-
appearance of life. On the other hand, when the children’ s picture books express “death” with images, they
generally do not directly present the state of the deceased but use relevant substitutes to express the information of
the disappearance of life, which is more euphemistic and artistic in literary aesthetics. The picture books demon-
strating the disappearance of life in life education depict the sorrowful atmosphere, but in the mean time, they also
actively promote the meaning of life and the value of living. Therefore, it is indisputable that they play a guiding
role in the life education of children.
