Abstract; In line with the original intention of educating people for the Party and the country, implementing the
concept of Lide Shuren morality cultivation through the whole process of education and with the notion of ideological
and political Education, this paper explores the path and practice of ideological and political Education in Sports
College English Course and analyses the specific implementation of ideological and political teaching. A question-
naire and an analysis of ideological and political teaching are also conducted in this paper. Thus, turning Sports
College English Course into a main channel of Lide Shuren morality cultivation for sports majors.
